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Questions

Dave talks about a diode array. What is a diode?


The diode arrays pick up colours of different wavelengths. What does the words wavelength mean? What is the wavelength of red light in metres?


If light travels at 300,000,000 m/s calculate the frequency of red light using the equation v = f(.


Dave is working out good ways to log the colours as the fireworks burn. Why is he interested in making new types of firework? What is he trying to do especially for people like the Disney Corporation?


Dave mentions how he was inspired by a lecture he heard when he was young. Do you think a public lecture by a real person is more inspiring than a television programme or do you think that science programmes on TV are more interesting than hearing a lecture? Explain why you think this.
